Easter's Message: The Victory Remains with Life

The angel said to the women, 
"Do not be afraid, for I know that you 

seek Jesus who was crucified.  
He is not here, for he has risen, just as He said."

Matthew 28:5-6

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

What is Easter all about?  Easter is about the One who, though 
once dead, now lives to all eternity.

Of whom do I speak?

I speak not of the Easter bunny, though this beloved bunny has 
endured hard times.  Some of you may have heard that no 
longer may we refer to the Easter bunny as the Easter bunny.  
That's right. So if you haven't heard, then hear this:  The 
thought police are out and about, and they have decreed: "You 
may have your bunny, and your bunny can hide eggs if he so 
chooses.  Only don't call him the Easter bunny.  You may call 
him the "mall bunny" as in "shopping mall."  To call him the 
Easter bunny, why, that is to promote and impose a particular 
religion, and we can have none of that!"

Luther's beloved hymn sings this so well:

It was a strange and dreadful strife, 
When life and death contended; 
The victory remained with life, 

the reign of death was ended. Alleluia!
LSB 458, v. 4

And God be praised. Easter doesn't come once a year.  Easter is 
celebrated every Sunday!  Easter is celebrated on the first day 
of the week ... week after week after week.  The Baptized of 
Christ celebrate Easter in such a fashion because it was on the 
first day of the week when Christ who was dead ... Christ who 
died the death of a criminal, Christ who died 2000 years ago on 
a cross at a place called Calvary, Christ who died though He 
should have never died because He was holy and without sin, 
but He did die because He bore in His body the sins of many ...  
Jesus Christ did something no one else could do.  

Christ came back from the throes of death, and He 
conquered death when He rose to life.  He is Lord of 
all, and He remains forever the One who contended 
with life and death.  Yet the strong bands of death 
could not hold Him, for He is the very Son of God.

This is what Easter declares:  Jesus lives!  This is Easter's 
message, and it never changes.  The victory remains with life.  
The reign of death is ended.

So let us keep this festival called Easter, in heart, mind, 
body and soul.

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Call to Protect Health Care Workers’ Conscience Rights

Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

I refer to you the Missouri Synod news bulletins below re: a move to repeal the law which allows health care professionals 
to refrain from participating in abortion for conscience sake. When I was a pharmacist in the 1980's I recall early 
legislative attempts to force health care workers to participate in abortions, all in the name of "freedom of choice." Now it 
seems much more likely that "freedom of conscience" laws may be repealed. I encourage you read all of the information 
below and to please act for the sake of conscience and the unborn. The U.S. Health and Human Services (HHS) has 
placed a deadline of April 9th for accepting public comments.

Dear Indiana District Pastors, DCEs, and Parish Nurse advocates,
      As Exec for Congregational Services for the Indiana District, I am passing on a worthy opportunity to make your "LIFE" voice heard regarding a 
move in Washington to repeal the law that has allowed health care professionals – including nurses, pharmacists and physicians – to refrain from 
participating in "medical procedures" (e.g. abortion, etc.) for conscience sake.
      Maggie Karner (“Life Ministries” Director-Lutheran Church Missouri Synod) says this: “I know how important this law is because as an RN 
student , my professor scheduled me for a day at an abortion clinic. Because of this law I was able to refuse to do anything. Without this law I could 
have been forced into choosing between failing the course or helping with an abortion. I would have chosen to fail the course – but this should not be 
the case.”
     Marcia Schnoor, RN, EdD. Coordinator, Parish Nurse Ministry for LCMS World Relief and Human Care, urges us to make a difference on this 
issue.

Re: Call to Protect Health Care Workers’ Conscience Rights
Updated: March 26, 2009

     LCMS Life and Health Ministries, part of LCMS World Relief and Human Care, is joining other concerned organizations to urge U.S. Health and 
Human Services (HHS) to safeguard current regulations protecting health care workers’ “conscience rights.” HHS is accepting public comment until 
April 9 regarding the proposed repeal.
     Laws established over the past 35 years guaranteeing health care workers’ freedom from religious and moral discrimination are under challenge 
after seven states and two pro-abortion groups filed suit. Foreseeing this possibility, the Bush administration attempted to shore up these protections 
in Dec. 2008, by issuing what’s become known as the “conscience rule.” The Obama administration has called for a repeal of this rule.
     LCMS Life and Health Ministries and the LCMS Sanctity of Human Life Committee feel strongly that a rollback of this rule would influence the 
ability of patients to choose health providers who support their moral values, threaten the freedom of heath care workers to practice without 
discrimination, and cause great harm to our already fragile health care system. They join the Family Research Council, U.S. Conference of Catholic 
Bishops, Christian Medical and Dental Associations, and Lutherans for Life in strongly urging U.S. Health and Human Services (HHS) to leave 
current regulations in place, protecting health care workers’ conscience rights.
     With the repeal of these rights, patients would no longer be able to observe their religious or moral practices by choosing medical professionals 
who refrain from offering services such as abortion or sterilization. Physicians, nurses, and health care workers would also be required to perform or 
contribute to work they deem immoral or unethical, or risk losing employment from entities receiving federal funding (including federal, state, and 
local government programs).
     For decades, under Title IV of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Congress has required recipients of federal funding to refrain from discriminatory 
conduct. The LCMS Sanctity of Life Committee points out the frightening and discouraging possibility this legal precedent – established over 35 
years ago to protect those in service to the public – is now threatened by one executive act. “With the fragile state of our health care system, it seems 
dangerous and unproductive to risk the possible resignation or termination of health care professionals – already in short supply – over the reversal of 
good and effective law that has been in place for years,” said Maggie Karner, director of LCMS Life and Health Ministries.
     LCMS Life and Health Ministries and LCMS Sanctity of Life Committee strongly urge HHS to support these regulations and uphold current law 
to allow health care workers and their patients to choose executive health care treatment in good conscience. It is imperative that individuals and 
groups who oppose the repeal send comments immediately

Moving Forward in Victory

Victory?
Victory is not a word used by pro-life folks these days. We elected the most pro-abortion president and congress in American history. Amazingly, 
both President Obama and Speaker Pelosi say they want to reduce the number of abortions. Mere words. Their actions and planned actions 
speak loudly of the opposite. How will tax-payer funding of abortions world wide and nationally reduce abortions? How will removing restrictions on 
abortions reduce abortions? How will providing government health care covering abortions reduce abortions? How will increasing Title X funding 
and expanding Medicaid funding for "family planning" services reduce abortions?

Victory? President Obama speaks of family values and appears to be an example of a loving, intact family. I commend him and Mrs. Obama for 
modeling good father/child and mother/child relationships. Yet, they promote abortion which brutally destroys the parent/child relationship more 
than 3,200 times each day. As babies are ripped from wombs, families are torn apart on a variety of levels. Abortion promotes valuing self—not 
families.

The Psalmist writes, "Put not your trust in princes, in a son of man, in whom there is no salvation" (Psalm 146:3). Many people voted for 
Obama looking for change and salvation from economic woes. I pray that during his term in office the economy will indeed turn around. But the 
price will be great, not in terms of bailout billions but in terms of sacrificing our children and the continued eroding of our moral base. We have 
sacrificed life and the God-given value of life for the sake of living comfortably. We have sacrificed democracy’s need for a moral foundation to 
build upon the sands of promised prosperity. How can I talk about moving forward in victory?

Victory!
Here’s how: "But thanks be to God, who gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ" (1 Corinthians 15:57). Victory over sin and the 
death it brought is not something we obtain. It is something we are given! Death will not win in the end because Christ brought an end to death. 
Jesus paid sin’s wages, placed Himself under sin’s curse, and thus destroyed death and brought life and immortality.

Called to Be Different in the Victory
The Lord blesses His Church through Word and Sacrament and pours out His immeasurable grace upon us. His Spirit calls us to faith and 
enlightens us to see God’s salvation in Christ, receive rich and daily forgiveness, and be assured of eternal life. Christ makes us brand-new, gives 
us new life, and gives us a new perspective on living life.

We readily acknowledge such profoundly simple and divinely powerful teachings. We memorize them from little blue or maroon books. We nod our 
heads in affirmation as the pastor proclaims them. Then we, who have been made different and not of this world, go out into the world and live as 
if we are not different. Our faith becomes an aspect of our lives rather than the perspective from which we view all life. 

Thus, in our example above, we view fixing the economy and protecting unborn human life as equal issues. If we can’t have both, we behave as if 
we can choose. "Sure, I’m against abortion, but my 401K is in the tank. We need change." But the Christian perspective places protecting unborn 
human life as a primary issue. We who are not of this world cannot equate the two. When we view abortion through the lens of our Christian faith, 
we do not see a moral issue that needs correcting or a political issue that needs strategizing. We see a spiritual issue that takes priority. The child 
in the womb belongs to God, formed by His hands and purchased by His blood. Abortion not only assaults human life, it assaults the Creator and 
Redeemer of human life. 

The Holy Spirit gives Christians a different perspective, a perspective that flows from Christ’s victory. Christians are called to BE different and 
make a difference in an increasingly indifferent world.

Called to Reach Out in the Victor

 Being different and striving to make a difference does not equate with being arrogant. If we are to influence our neighbor, then we must love our 
neighbor. Condemnation and judgmental confrontation builds barriers not bridges. Pious, pro-life platitudes do nothing to convince those who 
oppose us or to help those dealing with real problems in a real world. 

Pregnancy centers and post-abortion counseling centers shine as examples of the influence that comes from loving our neighbor. Hospice centers 
and volunteers are another. Pastors who boldly proclaim the truth of God’s Law and Gospel in love, and parishioners who practice what is 
preached in the same manner, provide opportunity for the Spirit of Christ to be at work influencing those around us.

The means we use to influence those not like us was discussed as well. Most young people, for example, will not be reading this article. I’m 
amazed that you have made it this far! So as we move forward, we must keep up. We must constantly learn about and use the necessary media 
and technology that bridges the gap and provides opportunity for communicating a Christ-centered message of life in a winsome and relevant way.

Moving Forward
Recognizing that there is much to be done, LFL moves forward in Christ’s victory knowing He gives us what we need to get it done in His Word. 
We will continue to Bring Good News to Life. We will continue to apply this Good News to the life issues. We will continue to equip God’s people to 
speak this Good News and to BE this Good News!
