The Call to Stewardship

It is easy to become relaxed and even lazy in our spiritud life, but God adways cals us to

Grom the stretch beyond where we are both as individuals and as a congregation. Growth in our

Paitsn study of God's Word, in our prayer life, in our service to people in need, and in our
faithful worship are all ways of stretching and revealing more of Christ in our lives.

Stewardship in the giving of our offerings also presents an opportunity for spiritua growth.

Asyou prayerfully consider the Lord's call to stewardship (see page 3), please do so from a"Gospel perspective.” Allow
me to share some fal se approaches to sewardship and amore Biblicd view - the"Gospdl perspective.”

L The ""Law Perspective'

Often stewardship islooked at from a"law" perspective. This means that we look at the stewardship of offerings as
an obligation that islaid upon us by God. The law orientation is: "Y ou ought to do ..."; and, "Y ou ought to give ..."

The law orientation makes us feel guilty and that we should do certain things to make God happy. It suggests that
there are certain things that we have to do to please God and so earn Hisfavor.

But we know that there is nothing we can do to earn God's favor because in Christ, our relationship with God is
already secure because we are His baptized children, redeemed by "His holy, precious blood and His innocent
suffering and death.”

IL The ""Budget Alone Perspective'

Sometimes, too, stewardship is gpproached by looking only a the church's budget or at the weekly church's needs for
our time and offerings to carry out important tasks. While being informed about the church's budget is very
important, the "budget alone perspective’ asks what the church needs at the present time and then we gear our
responseto this.

But our gifts of time and offerings are sacrificia gifts to God and not just a response to the immediate needs of the
church's budget. The widow's mite was such awonderful gift because she gave what she had to God - nor what she
had to or because her gift was so helpful in meeting the Templ€e's budget. Our time and offerings are sacrificial
gifts to God in response for His gracious gift of salvation through Jesus Christ.

1L The "Investment Perspective''

It also happens that Satan leads us to think that the best way for us to secure blessings for oursdves in the future is by
first giving to God. "If | give to God, surely God is going to do great things for me." This perspective is redly an
attempt to buy God's favor.

But God can't be bought. And there is no need to buy God's favor. As God's baptized children, we know that God
will lavish us with His blessings.

IV. The "Gospel Perspective"

The "Gospd" perspective stresses that God has saved us and has made us His children solely because He loves us. The
Savior's grace extends both to our soul and body, and He gives each of us undeserved yet bountiful blessings
and assures us of these blessings in the future and through eternity. In His love He has changed us by giving us
the Holy Spirit. And it is as changed people, as His redeemed children, that we respond with the giving of
our time and our offerings. ''We love our God and Savior because He first loved us."
